Lesson Plan 4
Citizenship

Knowledge and understanding about becoming informed citizens
1) Pupils should be taught about:
i. the world as a global community, and the political, economic, environmental and social implications of this, and the role of the European Union, the Commonwealth and the United Nations.

Developing skills of enquiry and communication
2) Pupils should be taught to: 

a. think about topical political, spiritual, moral, social and cultural issues, problems and events by analysing information and its sources, including ICT-based sources.

b. justify orally and in writing a personal opinion about such issues, problems or events

c. contribute to group and exploratory class discussions, and take part in debates.

Developing skills of participation and responsible action
3) Pupils should be taught to: 

a. use their imagination to consider other people's experiences and be able to think about, express and explain views that are not their own

3) To participate effectively as members of different groups, pupils should be taught to: 

a. make different types of contributions to groups, adapting their speech to their listeners and the activity 

b. take different views into account and modify their own views in the light of what others say 

c. sift, summarise and use the most important points 

d. take different roles in the organisation, planning and sustaining of groups 

e. help the group to complete its tasks by varying contributions appropriately, clarifying and synthesising others' ideas, taking them forward and building on them to reach conclusions, negotiating consensus or agreeing to differ.

4) To develop their reading of print and ICT-based information texts, pupils should be taught to: 

a. select, compare and synthesise information from different texts 

b. evaluate how information is presented

3) Pupils should be taught: 

b. to describe the national, international and global contexts of places studied [for example, on the Pacific Rim, a member of the European Union] 

e. to explain how places are interdependent [for example, through trade, aid, international tourism, acid rain], and to explore the idea of global citizenship. 

Knowledge and understanding of environmental change and sustainable development
5) Pupils should be taught to: 

a. describe and explain environmental change [for example, deforestation, soil erosion]and recognise different ways of managing it 

b. explore the idea of sustainable development and recognise its implications for people, places and environments and for their own lives. 

6) During the key stage, pupils should be taught the Knowledge, skills and understanding through the study of two countries and 10 themes: 

f. population distribution and change, including: 

i. the global distribution of population 

ii. the causes and effects of changes in the population of regions and countries, including migration 

iii. the interrelationship between population and resources 

h. changing distribution of economic activity and its impact, including: 

iv. types and classifications of economic activity 

v. the geographical distribution of one or more economic activities [for example, farming, tourism] 

vi. how and why the distribution has changed and is changing [for example, the impact of new technologies], and the effects of such changes 

i. development, including: 

vii. ways of identifying differences in development within and between countries 

viii. effects of differences in development on the quality of life of different groups of people 

ix. factors, including the interdependence of countries, that influence development 

j. environmental issues, including: 

x. how conflicting demands on an environment arise 

xi. how and why attempts are made to plan and manage environments 

xii. effects of environmental planning and management on people, places and environments [for example, managing coastal retreat, building a reservoir] 

k. resource issues, including: 

xiii. the effects on the environment of the use of a resource 

xiv. resource planning and management [for example, reducing energy use, developing alternative energy sources]. 

xv. the sources and supply of a resource

Unit 2: Information and presentation

In this unit pupils use a variety of search mechanisms to explore the potential of ICT-based information sources. They research a topic and prepare a presentation for a specific audience. They use websites and CD-ROMs as their main sources.

They explore a range of types of information, such as statistics, legislation and advertising campaigns, and make judgements about the purpose of the information and the viewpoint of the organisation that produced it. 

Pupils are given a framework for their research. They aim to answer specific questions and refine and organise their information as required.

The topic of the presentation is chosen by the teacher. It may be on any subject and could be controversial, but should be one that allows different interpretations and viewpoints.

Citizenship at key stage 3    

Unit 10: Debating a global issue

Schools need to decide which opportunities to develop as explicit citizenship provision. This unit has been designed for delivery through citizenship and/or geography and also links closely with work in ICT. It focuses on Brazil and the Amazon rainforest, but could also be used to teach other global issues related to citizenship, eg the violation of human rights, the drugs trade, HIV and Aids, trade with developing countries. Aspects of the unit that are specific to geography are identified in this typeface.

In this unit, pupils investigate changes in the Amazon rainforest from a variety of viewpoints. They take part in a mock public debate on the issues surrounding deforestation. They develop their geographical and enquiry skills, and their knowledge and understanding of environmental change and sustainable development. Pupils make connections between their own actions, the actions of their local community and what happens globally. They identify ways in which they can contribute to sustainable development.

The unit provides opportunities for pupils to develop their ICT skills by researching information and communicating with an audience (link with key skills). Many of the activities involve active learning, while writing and oral activities allow pupils to develop their literacy skills.
